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THE VISHWAVIDYALAYA— AN INTRODUCTION

Establishment and Objectives

Gurukula Kangri (Deemed to be University) was
established in 1902 by the martyr Swami Shraddhanandiji
Maharaj. The University was established to provide an
option of imparting education in the national language,
discouraging English medium of education in India based
on the western education policy of Lord Macaulay. It
aimed at creating a viable environment for students for
higher learning and research in the areas of Vedic literature,
Indian philosophy, Indian culture and literature and modern
subjects.

Since its inception, the Arya Samaj has been advocating
women education. In order to shape this dream, the Kanya
Gurukula Mahavidyalaya (K.G.M.) Dehradun was established
in 1923 by Late Acharya Ramdeviji. Later the Kanya Gurukula
Mahavidyalaya, Haridwar was also established in 1993
for Post Graduate Classes. The basic task before the
Vishwavidyalaya is to enhance the physical, moral and
intellectual strength of both girls and boys and thus to
make them ideal citizens, by giving them education of
ancient and modern subjects, without any discrimination
of caste and creed and untouchability on the pattern of
Gurukula system of education which emphasizes healthy
and harmonious teacher - taught relationship. The
Vishwavidyalaya is situated about 5 km in south from
Haridwar Railway Station.

Recognizing the objectives and services of this
institution, Government of India in June 1962 conferred
on it the status of "Deemed to be University" under UGC
Act of 1956, Article 3, for imparting education in Vedic
literature, Sanskrit literature, Indian philosophy, Hindi
literature, English literature, Psychology, Maths and Ancient
Indian History Culture & Archaeology; and a number of
modern subjects like Physics, Chemistry, Computer Science,
Microbiology, Zoology & Environmental Science, Engineering,
Ayurvigyan, Yogic Science, Management Studies, Physical
Education, Pharmaceutical Science etc. have also been
started. University has been accredited third time by National
Assessment & Accreditation Council (NAAC). Needless
to say that all the degrees conferred by the University
are recognised by the Govt. of India/University Grants
Commission.

THE LIBRARY

The University-Library has its own history which
begins with the foundation of this institution. This library,
which has completed its more than 120 years, is a rich
depository of thousands of ancient manuscripts and rare
books. It is equipped with more than 2 Lakh books on Vedic
literature, Sanskrit, Indian Philosophy, Aryan literature,
Comparative Studies, Science, Management and
Technology. University library comprises a rich collection of
Vedic & Sanskrit literature, Indian philosophy, Aryan
literature, Ancient history & culture together with leading
modern subjects. Besides this main library, there are
departmental libraries also to facilitate the P.G. students
adequately. The Kanya Gurukula Campus, Dehradun and
the Kanya Gurukula Campus, Haridwar also have their
independent libraries which are equipped with adequate
number of books. Around 32 Journals, 6000 e-Journals and
250 rare manuscripts of different subjects are available in
the library by computer networking under U.G.C. E-Shodh-
Sindhu programme. Faculty of Engineering & Technology
and Faculty of Medical Sciences & Health also have their
own rich library also.

Admissions and registration to programmes leading
to Degree of Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) in various subjects/
disciplines ( Table-1) shall be done as per UGC norms and
as approved by the Academic Council of the Univesity from
time to time. The admission to the said programme shall be (i)
through Research Entrance Test (RET) conducted by the
Univesity (ii) Direct admission without appearing in RET.

The Ph.D. programme will be allowed in those
subjects in which permission were given by the University
Grants Commission, New Delhi/Academic Council of GK (DU)
will continue. The subjects approved by Academic Council
for Ph.D. programme shall be covered by these rules and
regulations.

No. of seats in each subject has been shown in table-1.

ELIGIBILITY

Candidates appearing in RET and for admission to
the Ph.D. programme shall have a Master's degree in main
subject/ allied subject or a professional degree declared
equivalent to the Master's degree by the corresponding
statutory regulatory body, with at least 55% marks in aggregate
or its equivalent grade 'B' in the UGC 7-point scale (or an
equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is
followed).

A relaxation of 5% of marks from 55% to 50%, or an
equivalent relaxation of grade, shall be allowed for those
belonging to SC/ST/OBC(Non-Creamy Layer) /PWD
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Differently-Abled) and other categories of candidates as per
the decision of the UGC/Govt. of India from time to time, or
for those who had obtained their Master's degree prior to 19th
September, 1991. The eligibility marks of 55% (or an equivalent
grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed)
and the relaxation of 5% to the categories mentioned above
are permissible based only on the qualifying marks without
including the grace mark procedures.

Note:-

(i) Acandidate holding Acharya Degree in allied subjects which
are given in Table-1 with atleast 55% marks in aggregate
from a recognised University/Institution shall also be eligible
for registration in Ph.D. degree in Veda, Sanskrit, Philosophy
& Yoga subjects.

(i) Candidate must check carefully and ensure that he/she
fulfills the minimum eligibility mentioned in the Information
Broucher and Rules & Regulations before submitting the
application form. If the candidate's eligibility is found
incomplete/incorrect at any stage during admission
process and after admission, his/her admission will be
cancelled for which he/she will be solely responsible.

Registration of the candidate for Ph.D. programme shall

be as follows:-

University shall admit candidates by a two stage process:

(i) Through Research Entrance Test (RET)
(ii) By Direct Admission (without appearing in RET)

An Entrance Test shall be qualifying with qualifying marks
as 50%. The Entrance Test shall consist of 50 questions from
the syllabus of research methodology and 50 questions shall
be subject specific.

o Research Entrance Test (RET)
A candidate possessing the minimum qualifications with
the requisite percentage of marks shall be eligible to
appear in the research entrance test.

PH.D. PROGRAMME (FULL TIME)

{In supersession of the UGC (Minimum Standards and Procedure

for Awards of M.Phil./Ph.D. Degree) Regulation, 2009, notified in

The Gazette of India (No. 28, Part lll- Section 4) for the week July

11-July 17, 2009}].

1. DURATION OF THE Ph.D. PROGRAMME

(i) Ph.D. programme shall be for a minimum duration of 3 years,
including course work and a maximum of 6 years. Extension
beyond the above limits will not be permissible.

(i) The women candidates and Persons with Disability (more
than 40% disability) may be allowed a relaxation of two years
for Ph.D. in the maximum duration. The women candidates
may be provided Maternity Leave/Child Care Leave once in
the entire duration of Ph.D. for up to 240 days.

2. Ph.D. COURSE WORK

After being selected for Ph.D. programme a student shall be
required to undertake Course Work for a minimum period
of one semester. The course work shall be of 14 credits.
The course work shall be treated as prerequisite for Ph.D.
programme and shall include a course on research
methodology (6 Credits) which include quantitative methods
and computer applications. There shall be a paper of
Research & Publication Ethics (2 Credits). It may also consist
of review of published work in the relevent field. The course
shall also contain contents pertaining to that particular subject
(6 Credits):

Paper-1 Research Methodology 6 credits
Paper-2  Research and publication ethics (RPE) 2 credits
Paper-3 Course/Subject specific 6 credits

(i) It will be mandatory for each candidate to pass this course to
be conducted by the University for each subject.

(i) There will be three papers of 100 marks each in
Ph.D. course work. In each paper there shall be end semester
examination of 70 marks. 30 marks in each paper shall be for
internal assessment out of which 20 marks shall be for written
test (term paper) & 10 marks shall be given by the supervisor
of the candidate on the basis of literature survey, review of
research papers, presentation & attendance etc. The written
test of 20 marks of each paper of internal assessment shall
be evaluated by the concerned teaching faculty who has
taught the course.The minimum pass percentage in each
paper of the Ph.D. course work will be 55% (B Grade in 7
Point Grading System) and candidates will have to pass all
three papers.

(iv) The candidate shall be given maximum of two successive
attempts to pass this course.

(v)  Ifacandidate fails to pass this course in two attempts, his/her
candidature for registration shall be cancelled.

(vi)  This course work shall be run by the concerned department
for male candidates in main campus and for female
candidates in Kanya Gurukula Campus, Haridwar/Dehradun.

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3. CONSTITUTION AND FUNCTION OF

The Departmental of Research Committee (DRC) shall
be constituted as follows:-

The meeting of RDC shall be held once a year arranged
by the Convener. Vice-Chancellor shall be the

Chairperson of this meeting.

The candidate shall have to submit the migration certificate
within three months from the date of admission in Ph.D.

Research Advisory Committee (RAC) and
its functions

There shall be a Research Advisory Committee for
each Ph.D. scholar.

(In case there are less then three regular faculty

Departments can be nominated as a member of RAC
with the prior approval of the Vice-Chancellor)

This Committee shall have the following responsibilities:

To periodically review and assist in the progress of
the research work of the research scholar.

A research scholar shall appear before the Research
Advisory Committee once in six months to make a
presentation of the progress of his/her work for evaluation
and further guidance. The six monthly progress reports
of the scholar shall be submitted by the Research
Advisory Committee to the Registrar through the Head
of the Department with a copy to the research scholar.

In case the progress of the research scholar is
unsatisfactory, the Research Advisory Committee shall
record the reasons for the same and suggest corrective
measures. If the research scholar fails to implement
these corrective measures, the Research Advisory
Committee may recommend with the approval of the
DRC to the University with specific reasons for
cancellation of the registration of the research scholar.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR Ph.D.
SUPERVISOR AND CO-SUPERVISOR

Only full time regular teacher of the University shall act
as a supervisor. The external supervisors will not be
allowed. However, Co-supervisor can be allowed in
inter-disciplinary areas from other departments of the
University or from outside Academic/Research
Insittutions with the approval of the RDC.

Any regular Professor of the University in a
Post Graduate Department of the subject concerned
with at least five research publications in UGC CARE
Listed Journals and any regular Associate Professor
of the University with a Ph.D. degree in a Post Graduate
Department of the subject concerned and at least three
research publications in UGC CARE Listed Journals
shall act as Research Supervisor/Co-supervisor.

Full time (permanent) Assistant Professor working in
University having the following qualification may also
be research supervisor/co-supervisor:

He/she must possess Ph.D. degree with at least three
years of regular teaching experience (on UGC scale)
of PG classes and should have published three
research paper in UGC CARE Listed Journals. OR

He must possess Ph.D. degee with at least five years
of regular Post Doctoral Fellow (PDF) experience (with
documentary support) and should have at least five
research papers published in UGC CARE Listed
Journals during Post Doctoral Fellow. Eligibility of such
faculty member to act as supervisor shall be approved
by RDC. OR

Faculty members working on minimum five year
Contractual basis shall also be the supervisor provided
that he/she possess Ph.D. degree with at least five
years of regular teaching experience of UG/PG classes
and should have published three research papers in
UGC CARE Listed Journals. The eligibility of these
faculty members shall be decided as per rules of the

University.

Irrespective of the clauses mentioned above, existing
supervisor shall continue to be superviser of the Ph.D.
thesis.

In case of topics which are of inter-disciplinary nature
where the Department concerned feels that the
expertise in the Department has to be supplemented
from outside, the Department may appoint a
Co-Supervisor from outside the concerned Department
of the University or from outside the University on such
terms and conditions as may be specified and agreed
upon by the consenting Institutions.

A co-supervisor from the other department of the
University with the above qualifications may be appointed
on the request of research scholar with the
recommendation of research advisory committee and
approval of RDC. An eminent scholar from outside the
University working in teaching /research organization
having expertise in the subject of research may be
permitted to act as co-supervisor on the recommendation
of RAC & approval of RDC.

The faculty members of GK (DU) having five years full
time regular teaching experience of under graduate classes
and have published atleast five research papers in UGC
Listed (CARE List) Journals after the award of Ph.D.
degree may be appointed as co-supervisor with the
approvel of RDC on the recommendation of RAC and the
concerend Head. Teachers working on Adhoc/
Contractual/Fix Salary can also act co-supervisor subject
to the fulfilling the prescribed qualifications and terms &

conditions laid down by the University for such teachers.

limited number of UGC Care Listed Journals,
University may relax the above condition for
recognition of a Teacher as Research Supervisor

with reasons recorded in writing.

In case of relocation of a Ph.D. woman scholar due to
marriage or otherwise, the research data shall be allowed
to be transferred to the University to which the scholar
intends to relocate provided all the other conditions in
these regulations are followed in letter and spirit and the
research work does not pertain to the project secured
by the parent institution/ supervisor from any funding
agency. The scholar will however give due credit to the
parent guide and the institution for the part of research
already done.

If a supervisor retires before the completion of the
research work of his/her research scholar, the
supervision shall continue to supervise the candidates
till the completion of her/her reaearch work.

A teacher of the University may become the supervisor
of the research scholar till the date of his/her retirement.
After the retirement of the teacher the supernuating
teacher shall continue to act as supervisor of the student.

7. SUBMISSION OF PROGRESS ]JREPORT

monthly fee in the office of Registrar alonghwith the
progress report in the prescirbed format.

8. CANCELLATION OF REGISTRATION

(i)  The minimum and maximum period for submitting the
thesis shall be three years and six years respectively.
This period shall be counted from the date of
commencement of Ph.D. course work classes. The
Ph.D. registration shall automatically be treated as
cancelled after six years.

(i)  If two successive quarterly research progress reports
of the research scholar along with monthly fee are not
submitted in the University office, the registration of
the research scholar may be cancelled. However, on
the written request of the research scholar with the
recommendation of the research advisory committee
(RAC), his/her case shall be referred to the DRC for
final decision. This opportunity shall be provided only
once during the entire period of Ph.D. programme.

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10. EVALUATION OF THE THESIS

Upon satisfactory completion of Ph.D. course work,
and obtaining the marks/grade prescribed above, the Ph.D.
scholar shall be required to undertake research work and
produce a draft dissertation/thesis within a reasonable time,

as stipulated by the University in these Regulations.

(i)  ThePh.D. scholar shall submit a draft thesis within a period
of minimum three years and maximum six years from the
date of commencement of Ph.D. course work classes.

(i)  Ph.D. student shall publish at least one research paper
in UGC CARE Listed Journals and also have to present
two research paper in National/International
conference/seminar before the submission of the Ph.D.
thesis. The candidate shall have to produce evidence
for the same in the form of reprints of the published
paper and certificate of the paper presented in the
conference seminar.

(iii)  Prior to the submission of the dissertation/thesis, the
scholar shall make a presentation in the Department
before the Research Advisory Committee & DRC which
shall also be open to all faculty members and other
research scholars. The feedback and comments
obtained from them shall be suitably incorporated into
the draft dissertation/thesis in consultation with the
Research Advisory Committee. For the above
presentation, research scholar shall inform to head of
the department through his/her supervisor.

(iv) The Academic Council of the University shall evolve a
mechanism using well developed software and gadgets
to detect plagiarism and other forms of academic
dishonesty. While submitting for evaluation, the
dissertation/thesis shall have an undertaking from the
research scholar and a certificate from the Research
Supervisor attesting to the originality of the work,
vouching that there is no plagiarism and that the work
has not been submitted for the award of any other
degree/diploma of the University where the work was
carried out, or to any other Institution.

(v) After completion of the research work the research
scholar shall submit four typed copies of the thesis with
the certificate of the supervisor (Annexure-Il) alongwith
candidate's declaration (annexure-l) and forwarded by
Head/Convenor of the RDC (Annexure -1V) to the office
of the Registrar alongwith summary and synopsis
approved by RDC and fee etc. The certificate
(Annexure-lIl) duly singned by co-supervisor is
essential wherever co-supervisor has been appointed.

be hard bound with cover page in brown colour. The
candidate will also submit two soft copies of the thesis
in CD one for Registrar office and the other for
INFLIBNET/UGC.

The research scholar shall submit a summary of Ph.D.
thesis of about 10 to 15 pages and approved synopsis
alongwith the thesis (four copies each).

The language of the thesis shall be Hindi/English/
Sanskrit. But the thesis related to language/literature
shall essentially be written in the respective language
onlyi.e. a thesis of Sanskrit subject in Sanskrit language,
a thesis of Hindi subject in Hindi language and a thesis
of English subject in English language.

The Ph.D. thesis must satisfy the following requirements:-

The thesis must be characterized by discovery of facts or
by new interpretation of facts and it must be also based
on critical examination and sound judgement.

The work must be original, not just imitation and should
reflect the candidate's capacity for critical examination
and sound judgement.

For the evaluation of Ph.D. thesis, the
Vice-Chancellor shall invite two panels of examiners
each consisting of five names (Professors, Associate
Professors, Scientist-F & above only) from the supervisor
and head of the concerned department. In the list of
examiners, name of foreign examiners may also be
given. The Vice-Chancellor can also include some/few
other names of examiners from other sources, if he
desires so. Out of the panels he shall appoint two examiners
(at least one shall be from outside the state) for evaluation
of the thesis. These examiners shall send their reports of
the thesis within a period of two months from the date of
receipt of the thesis confidentially to the Registrar.

The Ph.D. thesis submitted by a research scholar shall
be evaluated by his/her Research Supervisor and at least
two external examiners, who are not in employment of
the University, of whom one examiner may be from
outside the country. The viva-voce examination, based
among other things, on the critiques given in the
evaluation report, shall be conducted by the Research
Supervisor and at least one of the two external examiners,
and shall be open to be attended by Members of the
Research Advisory Committee, all faculty members of
the Department, other research scholars and other
interested experts/researchers. Viva-voce Examination
may also be conducted online as per procedure laid down
by the University for the same.

The research scholar shall be declared fail in case both
the examiners reject the thesis. If one of them
recommends (accepts) the thesis and the other rejects
it, the thesis shall be sent to the third examiner out of the
approved panel of examiners and his report shall be
treated as final. However, the reports of both the above
examiners will not be sent to the third examiner.

The public viva-voce of the research scholar to defend
the dissertation/thesis shall be conducted only if the
evaluation report(s) of the external examiner(s) on the
dissertation/thesis is/are satisfactory and include a
specific recommendation for conducting the viva-voce
examination. If the evaluation report of the external
examiner of Ph.D. thesis, is unsatisfactory and does
not recommend viva-voce, the University shall send
the dissertation/ thesis to another external examiner
out of the approved panel of examiners and the viva-
voce examination shall be held only if the report of the
third examiner is satisfactory. If the report of the third
examiner is also unsatisfactory, the dissertation/ thesis
shall be rejected and the research scholar shall be
declared ineligible for the award of the degree.

After having been asked for correction in the thesis,
the research scholar shall have to submit his/her thesis
within six months from the date of receipt of such
intimation, but not before three months. The prescribed
fee shall also be deposited alongwith this modified
thesis. The examiner for this modified thesis shall be
the same who had been appointed earlier. No research
scholar shall be permitted to submit his/her modified
thesis more than once.

After appointment of examiners for viva-voce
examination, the information shall also be given to the
concerned supervisor in addition to the examiner so
that the supervisor shall fix the date of viva-voce
examination with examiner and inform the same to the
Examination controllers' office. The notice of the
conducting viva-voce examination shall be circulated
by the Controller of Examination. The viva-voce
examination will be held in the concerned department
of main campus only.

The entire process of evaluation of the Ph.D. thesis
shall be completed within a period of six months from
the date of submission of the thesis.

If there is no unanimous decision in the viva-voce
examination, the candidate shall be given one more
chance after six months, if any of the examiners fails
the student in the viva-voce examination second time,
he/she shall be declared fail.

If a registered candidate wants to change his/her
approved Ph.D. topic, he/she will have to apply a fresh
in the next RDC. He/she shall have to submit a new
topic/modified topic (synopsis) with the recommendation
of the RAC and forwarded by head of the department
again to the office of the Registrar.
