Q1. What courses are offered by the Faculty of Management Studies, Gurukul Kangri (Deemed
University)?

Q2. Is Gurukul Kangri (Deemed University) AICTE approved?

Eligibility Criteria
Q5. What is the minimum eligibility criteria for admission to BBA programs?
For BBA and BBA Honours:
*  45% marks in Intermediate Examination (10+2) or equivalent examination from a
recognized board

» 40% marks for candidates belonging to Reserved categories (SC/ST/OBC as per
government norms)

« All streams are eligible (Science, Commerce, Arts)

Q6. What is the minimum eligibility criteria for admission to MBA/MBA-BE
programs?
For MBA and MBA-BE (Business Economics):

+ Graduation degree from a recognized university in any discipline

+ Minimum 50% aggregate marks in graduation (45% for Reserved category
candidates)

« Valid score in any of the following entrance examinations:
CAT/MAT/CMAT/CUET/GMAT or University Entrance Exam

Q7. What is the minimum eligibility criteria for admission to certificate courses?

Candidates must have passed Intermediate (10+2) examination in any discipline or
equivalent examination from a recognized board.

Q8. Can students from non-commerce

backgrounds apply for BBA/MBA programs?



Yes, students from any stream—Science, Arts, or Commerce—are eligible to apply for both
undergraduate and postgraduate management programs.

Admission Process

Q9. What is the admission procedure for BBA programs at FMS, GKV?
Candidates seeking admission to BBA programs must:
1. Appear in CUET-UG 2026 (Common University Entrance Test - Undergraduate)

2. Apply online through the university admission portal:
https://www.gkv.ac.in/admission/procedure

Merit list will be prepared based on CUET score and Class 12th percentage
4. Attend counseling as per the scheduled date

Submit required documents and pay the admission fee to confirm the seat

Q10. What is the admission procedure for MBA/MBA-BE

programs at FMS, GKV?
Candidates seeking admission to MBA/MBA-BE programs must:

1. Obtain a valid score in CAT/MAT/CMAT/CUET/GMAT or University Entrance
Examination

Apply online through the university admission portal
Merit list will be prepared based on entrance exam scores and academic performance

Attend counseling at the designated date and time

Submit required documents and complete fee payment for seat confirmation

Q11. What is the admission procedure for certificate courses?

Admission to certificate courses is based on merit in the Class 12th examination. Candidates
can apply online, and a merit list will be published on the university website.

Q12. Is there a separate campus for female candidates?

Yes, admission to BBA/MBA/MBA-BE programs is also available for female candidates at the
Department of Management Studies (DMS), Kanya Gurukul Campus (KGC), Haridwar.
Please note that certificate courses are not offered at the Kanya Gurukul Campus.

Q13. Do | need to show state domicile for admission to GKV?

No, domicile certificate is not mandatory. Students from all states and union territories of
India, as well as international students, are welcome to apply.

Q14. What is the selection criteria if multiple students have the same
entrance exam score?
In case of a tie in entrance exam scores, preference will be given based on:
1. Higher percentage in the qualifying examination (Class 12th for BBA, Graduation for
MBA)

2. Higher marks in Mathematics/Business Studies (for BBA) or relevant subjects (for
MBA)

3. Date of birth (older candidates will be given preference)

Program Structure and Duration

Q15. What is the duration of undergraduate and postgraduate programs?

Program Duration Semesters

BBA 3 years 6 semesters
BBA Honours 4 years 8 semesters
MBA 2 years 4 semesters
MBA-BE 2 years 4 semesters

Q17. Does the university provide internship opportunities?
Yes, internships are an integral part of the curriculum. Students are encouraged to undertake
internships during their program to gain practical experience, industry exposure, and develop
professional skills. The university has collaborations with various organizations to facilitate
internship placements.

Q18. What is the attendance requirement for the programs?
Students must maintain a minimum of 75% attendance in each course as per university and
AICTE norms. Those failing to meet this requirement may not be allowed to appear in the
end-semester examinations unless special permission is granted by the competent authority.

Q20. What is the process for submitting documents?

Documents must be submitted at the time of seat allotment during counseling. If original
documents are not submitted within the stipulated timeframe, the enrollment will remain
pending, and the seat may be canceled.

Q21. What documents are required for admission to BBA/MBA/MBA-BE
programs?
Candidates appearing for counseling must bring the following documents:

. Score card of entrance examination

. High School (10th) Certificate (attested copy)

. High School (10th) Marksheet (attested copy)

. Intermediate (12th) Certificate (attested copy)

. Intermediate (12th) Marksheet (attested copy)

. Four recent passport-size photographs

. Original documents for verification

Additional Documents for MBA/MBA-BE:

. Graduation degree certificate (attested copy)

. Marksheets of all years of graduation (attested copies)

. Character certificate (original)

. Migration certificate (original, if applicable)

. Category certificate for reserved category candidates (attested copy) If Gap

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Q22. What should | do if | have a gap in my education?

If there is a gap between the passing year of your last examination and the year of admission,
you must submit a gap affidavit on the prescribed format, duly notarized, explaining the
reason for the gap.

Q23. Is document verification done online or offline?

Document verification is conducted during the offline counseling process. Candidates must
bring both original and attested copies of all required documents for verification.

Q25. Can | pay the fee in installments?



Fees must be deposited as per the payment schedule mentioned in the admission brochure.
Typically, fees are payable on a semester basis. For detailed payment schedules, please refer
to the official admission brochure.

Q26. What are the modes of fee payment available?
Fees can be paid through:

Online payment (Net Banking, Debit/Credit Card, UPI)

Demand Draft in favor of "Registrar, Gurukul Kangri (Deemed University)" payable at
Haridwar

Direct bank transfer to the university account (details provided in the admission
portal)

Q27. Is the counseling fee refundable?

For admission to vacant seats during subsequent counseling rounds, candidates must deposit
a counseling fee of Rs. 1,100 through Demand Draft in favor of "Registrar, Gurukul Kangri
(Deemed University)" payable at Haridwar. This fee is non-refundable and nonadjustable.

Q28. What is the refund policy if | withdraw my admission?
The refund policy is governed by university regulations and AICTE norms. Generally:

If withdrawal is made before the commencement of classes, fees (excluding
registration and processing charges) may be refunded

After commencement of classes, refund percentages decrease based on the time of
withdrawal

Complete refund policy details are available in the admission brochure and university
prospectus

Scholarships and Financial Assistance

Q29. Are scholarships available for BBA/MBA students?

Yes, scholarships are available based on:

Merit-based scholarships for top-performing students
Government scholarships for SC/ST/OBC/EWS categories
State government scholarships (as applicable)
University-specific financial assistance schemes

Special scholarships for economically weaker sections



Students should check the university's scholarship portal and apply separately for scholarship
schemes.

Q30. How can | apply for scholarships?

Scholarship applications are processed separately through:
« National Scholarship Portal (NSP) for government scholarships
+  University scholarship cell for merit-based and institutional scholarships
» State scholarship portals (for state-specific schemes)

Students must apply within the specified deadlines and submit required income/category
certificates.

Q31. Is there any education loan facility available?

Yes, students can avail education loans from nationalized banks and financial institutions.
The university provides necessary documentation to facilitate loan processing. Students are
advised to contact banks directly for loan schemes and interest rates.

Hostel and Campus Facilities

Q32. Is hostel facility available?

Yes, hostel facilities are available for male students, subject to availability and adherence to
university rules and regulations. In addition to this hostel /PG accommodation is also
available for both male / female students around Gurukul Campus, Haridwar.

Q33. What is the hostel fee structure?

Hostel fees are separate from tuition fees and vary based on accommodation type (single,
double, or triple sharing). Complete hostel fee details are available in the admission brochure
and on the university website.

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Selection and Merit List

Q40. How will I know if | am selected for admission?

The merit list of selected candidates will be published on the official university website
(www.gkv.ac.in). Candidates are advised to regularly check the website for updates. No
individual communication will be sent by post regarding admission.

Q41. What if my name is not in the first merit list?

If your name does not appear in the first merit list, you may still have an opportunity in
subsequent merit lists or spot counseling rounds, depending on seat availability. Keep
checking the university website for updates on additional merit lists and counseling
schedules.

Q42. Can | change my program after taking admission?
Change of program after admission is generally not permitted. Students should carefully
choose their program before confirming admission. In exceptional cases, requests may be
considered by the competent authority as per university regulations.

Entrance Examinations

Q43. Which entrance exams are accepted for BBA admission?

For BBA admission, the university accepts scores from CUET-UG 2026 (Common
University Entrance Test - Undergraduate). Candidates must register and appear for
CUETUG through the official NTA portal. For vacant seats (if any) additional counselling
shall be scheduled.

Q44. Which entrance exams are accepted for MBA/MBA-BE
admission?
For MBA and MBA-BE admission, the following entrance exam scores are accepted:
e CAT (Common Admission Test)
« MAT (Management Aptitude Test)
+ CMAT (Common Management Admission Test)
« CUET-PG (Common University Entrance Test - Postgraduate)
»  GMAT (Graduate Management Admission Test)
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e GKV University Entrance Examination (if conducted)

Q45. Do | need to take multiple entrance exams?

No, you need to appear in only one of the accepted entrance examinations. You can submit
your best score from any of the eligible exams mentioned above.

Q46. What is the validity of entrance exam scores?

Generally, entrance exam scores from the current year and previous year are accepted. For
specific validity periods, please check the admission brochure or contact the admission office.

Q48. What are the office hours for admission queries?

It is advisable to
schedule your visit by contacting the admission office in advance to ensure proper guidance
and campus tour arrangements.

Q50. How can | track my application status?

After submitting your online application, you will receive a unique application number. You
can track your application status by logging into the admission portal using your credentials.
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Miscellaneous

Q51. Is ragging prohibited on campus?

Yes, ragging is strictly prohibited on campus and in hostels. Gurukul Kangri (deemed
university) has a zero-tolerance policy toward ragging. An anti-ragging committee and
antiragging squad actively monitor and prevent any such incidents. Strict disciplinary action,
including expulsion, will be taken against students involved in ragging.

Q52. Can | pursue additional certificate courses alongside my degree program?

Yes, students enrolled in regular degree programs can opt for additional certificate courses
offered by the university to enhance their skills and employability. However, students must
ensure there is no timetable clash.

Q53. Are international students eligible to apply?
Yes, international students are welcome to apply. Additional requirements may include:

. Valid passport

. Student visa

. Equivalence certificate from Association of Indian Universities (AIU)
. English proficiency test scores (if applicable)

Cell of the university.

Q54. What is the medium of instruction?

The medium of instruction for all programs in the Faculty of Management Studies is
English.
